DS-1884 solicits information from petitioners for special immigrant classification under
Section 203(b)(4) of the Immigration and Nationality Act. Analienisclassifiable as a special
immigrant under Section 203(b)(4) if they meet the statutory qualificationsin INA Section
101(a)(27)(D). A petitioner may apply within one year of notification by the Department of
State that the Secretary has approved a recommendation that special immigrant status be
accorded to the alien. DS-1884 solicitsinformation that will assist the consular officer in
ensuring that the petitioner is statutorily qualified to receive such status, including meeting the

years of service and exceptional service requirements.

Thisform can be obtained from posts abroad or through the Department’ s eForms
intranet site. The application available through eForms allows the applicant to complete the
application online and then print the application. Most applicants are current federal government
employees abroad and have access to the intranet system. Once the formis printed, itis

submitted to post.
