NOTICE OF PRELIMINARY PERMIT APPLICATION ACCEPTED FOR FILING 
AND SOLICITING COMMENTS, MOTIONS TO INTERVENE, AND COMPETING 

APPLICATIONS 
 
 On July 2, 2012, Monroe Hydro LLC filed an application for a preliminary permit, 
pursuant to section 4(f) of the Federal Power Act (FPA), proposing to study the 
feasibility of the Monroe Water Project to be located on the North Unit Irrigation 
District’s Main Canal, near Culver, Jefferson County, Oregon.  The sole purpose of a 
preliminary permit, if issued, is to grant the permit holder priority to file a license 
application during the permit term.  A preliminary permit does not authorize the permit 
holder to perform any land-disturbing activities or otherwise enter upon lands or waters 
owned by others without the owners’ express permission. 

 The North Unit Irrigation Project is operated by the U.S. Department of the 
Interior, Bureau of Reclamation for irrigation purposes. The proposed project would 
study the hydropower potential of the existing Monroe Drop on the Main Canal, which 
consists of a concrete, uncontrolled fixed crest dam about 15 feet long.  The proposed 
project would consist of a new powerhouse and an associated intake channel and tailrace 
channel on the northwestern side of the canal.  A concrete powerhouse would enclose a 
single turbine-generating unit with a capacity of 300 kilowatts.  The estimated annual 
generation of the project would be 1.0 gigawatt-hour.
