The
Commission already has met with staff in each of the Service’s six regions to discuss these
matters. The Commission intends to use the information from these meetings to develop a
set of national priorities for guiding federal conservation efforts for marine mammals.
Members of the public have been invited to attend all of the regional meetings, as well as the
meeting with headquarter’s staff and to provide comments concerning priority issues. Those
unable to attend any of the meetings may submit comments in writing.
