(JPMVEC or Complainant) filed a formal complaint against Midwest Independent
System Operator, Inc. and PJM Interconnection, L.L.C. (collectively, Respondents),
pursuant to section 206 of the Federal Power Act and Rule 206 of the Commission’s rules
of Practice and Procedure, alleging that the Respondents’ tariffs should be amended if
necessary to implement the Commission’s orders implementing JPMVEC’s suspension

of its market-based rate authority.

to intervene, and protests must be served on the Complainants.
