SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: The subject permit is requested under the authority of
the Marine Mammal Protection Act of 1972, as amended (MMPA; 16 U.S.C. 1361 et seq.), the
regulations governing the taking and importing of marine mammals (50 CFR part 216), the
Endangered Species Act of 1973, as amended (ESA; 16 U.S.C. 1531 et seq.), and the regulations
governing the taking, importing, and exporting of endangered and threatened species (50 CFR
222-226).

The applicant requests a 5-year permit to approach by vessel beluga whales in Cook Inlet,
Alaska for photo-identification and observations. The purpose of the research is to identify
individual whales and to provide information about movement patterns, habitat use, survivorship,
reproduction, and population size. The applicant requests to harass up to 72 whales between

April and November each year.
