The GCDAMP includes a Federal advisory committee, the AMWG, a
technical work group (TWG), a Grand Canyon Monitoring and Research Center, and
independent review panels. The TWG is a subcommittee of the AMWG and provides
technical advice and recommendations to the AMWG.
