Needs and Uses: Thisrequest isfor revision and extension of a currently approved
information collection.

The Rockfish Program determines the access and allocation of the Central Gulf of Alaska
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(GOA) rockfish fisheries and associated halibut prohibited species catch (PSC), also known as
the rights of access to the fishery. Cooperatives were established to receive exclusive harvest
privileges for rockfish primary and secondary species. These resource allocations are used to
assign the available resources in an economic way. In the case of halibut, a specific amount of
halibut mortality is assigned to the cooperative, because halibut is often caught incidentally with
rockfish.

The rockfish fisheries are conducted in Federal waters near Kodiak, Alaska, primarily by
trawl vessels, and to alesser extent by longline vessels. The Rockfish Program allocates harvest
privileges to holders of License Limitation Program (LLP) licenses with a history of Central
GOA rockfish landings associated with those licenses.

Revision: Two forms that are no longer applicable have been removed, and one has been
added.

Affected Public: Business or other for-profit organizations.

Frequency: Annually and on occasion.

Respondent's Obligation: Required to obtain or retain benefits.
