The Court Improvement Program (CIP) is a mandatory formula grant funded under section 438 

of the Social Security Act, and most recently reauthorized under the Child and Family Services 

Improvement and Innovation Act of 2012 (Public Law 112-34). The purpose of the CIP is to 

facilitate the handling of child welfare cases in the courts. All 50 states, Puerto Rico, and the 

District of Columbia receive grants under the program. The program requires two submissions 

annually from grantees that constitute information collections under the Paperwork Reduction 

Act.
