The general areas of R Consortium’s planned activity are to:

(a) advance the worldwide promotion of and support for the R
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open source language and environment as the preferred language
for statistical computing and graphics (the "Environment") ;

(b) establish, maintain, seek support for, and develop
infrastructure projects and technical and infrastructure
collaboration initiatives related to the Environment, and such
other initiatives as may be appropriate to support, enable and
promote the Environment; (c) encourage and increase user
adoption, involvement with, and contribution to, the
Environment; (d) facilitate communication and collaboration
among users and developers of the Environment, the R Consortium
and the R Foundation; (e) support and maintain policies set by
the Board of Directors; and (f) undertake such other activities
as may from time to time be appropriate to further the purpose

and achieve the goals set forth above.
