. ABSTRACT

The NPS maintains law enforcement incident reports in the Department of
the Interior’s Incident and Management Reporting System (IMARS), which is a
Privacy Act System of Records (DOI-10). In accordance with the Privacy Act (5
U.S.C. 552a(b)), the NPS is barred from releasing copies of records contained
within IMARS, including but not limited to motor vehicle accident reports, without
the prior written request and/or consent of the individual to whom the record
pertains unless authorized under appropriate routine-use exceptions.

The NPS requires the submission of NPS Form 10-945, “Case Incident
Report Request” in order to verify a requester’s identity and retrieve responsive
records in order to respond to requests for copies of incident records from
persons involved or injured in incidents, owners of property damaged in such
incidents, or these individuals’ duly verified insurance companies,
representatives, and/or attorneys.
