SUMMARY:  As part of its continuing effort to reduce paperwork burdens, and as 

required by the Paperwork Reduction Act (PRA) of 1995 (44 U.S.C. 3501-3520), the 

Federal Communications Commission (FCC or the Commission) invites the general 

public and other federal agencies to take this opportunity to comment on the following 

information collection.  Comments are requested concerning:  whether the collection of 

information is necessary for the proper performance of the functions of the Commission, 

including whether the information shall have practical utility; the accuracy of the 

Commission's burden estimate; ways to enhance the quality, utility, and clarity of the 

information collected; ways to minimize the burden of the collection of information on 

the respondents, including the use of automated collection techniques or other forms of 

information technology; and ways to further reduce the information collection burden on 

small business concerns with fewer than 25 employees.

Nature and Extent of Confidentiality: There is no need for confidentiality with this  

 

collection of information. 

  

 

Needs and Uses:  Section 90.665 requires each Major Trading Area (MTA) licensee in  

 

the 896-901/935-940 MHz bands must, three years from the date of license grant,  

 

construct and place into operation a sufficient number of base stations to provide  

 

coverage to at least one-third of the population of the MTA. Further, each MTA licensee  

 

must provide coverage to at least two-thirds of the population of the MTA five years  

 

from the date of license grant. Alternatively, a MTA licensee must demonstrate, through  

 

a showing to the Commission five years from the date of license grant, that it is providing  

 

substantial service. The MTA licensee must also demonstrate that other substantial  

 

service benchmarks will be met. 

  

 

The information verifying construction requirement will be used by the Commission to  

 

determine whether the licensee has met the 900 MHz MTA construction requirements.
