ACTION: Notice of Intent to Enter into an Enhanced-Use Lease 

 

SUMMARY: The Secretary of Veterans Affairs intends to enter into an Enhanced-Use Lease 

(EUL) on approximately 3 acres of land for the purpose of developing 100 units of affordable 

housing for Veterans.  The EUL lessee, CHDC Veterans Limited Partnership, will finance, 

design, develop, manage, maintain, and operate housing for eligible homeless Veterans, or 

Veterans at risk of homelessness, on a priority placement basis, and provide services that 

guide resident Veterans toward attaining long-term self-sufficiency.
