ACTION: Proposed rule.
SUMMARY:: Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) is proposing to amend the
Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) program. These proposed amendments will improve
the practical utility of the program, minimize burden, and clarify requirements that have been the
subject of questions from recipients of EPA financial assistance and from disadvantaged business
enterprises. These revisions are in accordance with the requirements of the Federal laws that
govern the EPA DBE program.

Why Is EPA Issuing This Proposed Rule?
