that is free from conflict of interest.  Except for reimbursement of official Council-related travel 

and per diem, Council members serve without compensation. 

The public or interested organizations may submit written statements to the Council membership 

about the Council’s mission and functions.  Written statements may be submitted at any time or 

in response to the stated agenda of planned meeting of the Council.  All written statements shall 

be submitted to the DFO for the Council, and this individual will ensure that the written 

statements are provided to the membership for their consideration.
