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Systems, Inc., Ann Arbor, MI; GECO, Inc., Mesa, AZ; GPH 

Consulting, LLC, Charleston, SC; Kranze Technology Solutions, 

Inc., Prospect Heights, IL; Lasertel, Inc., Tucson, AZ; 

MacAulay-Brown, Inc., Dayton, OH; T.E.A.M., Inc., Woonsocket, 

RI; and UXB International, Inc., Blacksburg, VA, have withdrawn 

as parties to this venture.

The last notification was filed with the Department on 

August 16, 2016. A notice was published in the Federal 

Register pursuant to Section 6(b) of the Act on September
