collaboration between commercial concerns and nonprofit organizations including universities;
to ensure that the Government obtains sufficient rights in federally supported inventions to meet
its needs; to protect the public against nonuse or unreasonable use of inventions; and in the case
of fulfilling the mission of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, to ultimately to

benefit the public health.
