Automobiles (PCA), Velizy-Villacoublay Cedex, FRANCE; Tenneco
Automotive Operating Company, Inc., Grass Lake, MI; and Cummins,

Inc., Columbus, IN. The general area of HEDGE IV's planned



activity is to develop the most cost effective solutions for
future gasoline engine applications. The emissions goals include
the most stringent regulations in each of the three developed
markets, Asia, Europe, and North America. HEDGE IV will target
the LEV III emission standards, consider RDE requirements and
monitor PM/PN emissions on a regular basis. The efficiency goals
include both practical thermal efficiency and performance
targets, in terms of BSFC goals and power densities on specific
platforms, as well as overall thermal efficiency goals to

achieve a "best in class" efficiency level.
