Currently, the FE Franchised Public Utilities dispatch their respective generation 

resources through a single generation dispatch group. The Market-regulated power sales affiliates are FirstEnergy 

Solutions Corp. (“Solutions”) and Allegheny Energy Supply Company, LLC (“AE Supply”). Currently, Solutions 

dispatches all of the output of the generation that is owned or controlled by Solutions and AE Supply.
