 During Small Business Week, we recognize the ingenuity of 

the American spirit and the renewed promise of the American 

Dream. America is a country of innovators, entrepreneurs, and 

builders. Our Nation's strength is derived from our people's 

initiative and desire to create a better tomorrow for our 

country through hard work and determination. 

 Small businesses are at the heart of our Nation. Our 

country's 30 million small businesses employ nearly 58 million 

Americans -- 48 percent of the labor force. Each year, small 

businesses create two-out-of-three net new, private-sector jobs 

in the United States. For this reason, my Administration worked 

with the Congress to enact a tax relief plan that provides small 

businesses with hundreds of billions in additional tax cuts. 

Moreover, we remain focused on eliminating unnecessary and 

unduly burdensome regulations, which hurt hardworking Americans. 

Across the Nation, we are enabling entrepreneurs to invest more 

of their time and hard-earned profits into growing their 

businesses and delivering better value for American consumers.
