Description of Relief Sought: The petitioner is requesting relief to use their training program to
allow for other operators to operate their Autel Robotics X-Star Premium small unmanned
aircraft system in areas they are more familiar with, and not require the remote pilot-in-command
to be present at all operations. The proposed operation includes: observational video capture over
development areas; inspection of city infrastructure or property including water tanks and
pumps; inspecting of city property for improper dumping; and video productions for economic
development and tourism purposes.
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
