Certain Lined Paper Products from India: Preliminary Results of Countervailing Duty
Administrative Review; Calendar Year 2016

SUMMARY: The Department of Commerce (Commerce) preliminarily determines that
Goldenpalm Manufacturers PVT Ltd. (Goldenpalm), a producer/exporter of lined paper products
(lined paper) from India, received countervailable subsidies during the period of review (POR)
January 1, 2016, through December 31, 2016. We invite interested parties to comment on these
preliminary results.

Background

On September 28, 2006, Commerce issued the countervailing duty (CVD) order on lined
paper from India.! Goldenpalm requested that Commerce conduct an administrative review of

the Lined Paper Order with respect to the company, and on November 13, 2017, Commerce

published in the Federal Register a notice of initiation of an administrative review of the CVD
order for Goldenpalm for the POR.? On January 23, 2018, Commerce exercised its discretion to
toll all deadlines affected by the closure of the Federal Government from January 20 through 22,
20182 On May 31, 2018, Commerce extended the time period for issuing these preliminary
results by 120 days, until October 3,2018, in accordance with section 751(a)(3)(A) of the Tariff
Act of 1930, as amended (the Act).*

Scope of the Order

The product covered by the Lined Paper Order is certain lined paper products from
India. Forafull description of the scope of this order, see the Preliminary Decision
Memorandum.”
Methodology

Commerce is conducting this CVD review in accordance with section 751(a)(1)(A) of
the Tariff Act of 1930, as amended (the Act). For each of the subsidy programs found
countervailable, we determine that there is a subsidy, i.e., a financial contribution by an
“authority” that confers a benefit to the recipient, and that the subsidy is specific.® For a full
description of the methodology underlying our preliminary conclusions, including our reliance,

Interested parties who wish to request a hearing must do so within 30 days of
publication of these preliminary results by submitting a written request to the Assistant Secretary
for Enforcement and Compliance, U.S. Department of Commerce, using Enforcement and
Compliance’s ACCESS system.'® Hearing requests should contain: (1) the party’s name,
address, and telephone number; (2) the number of participants; and (3) a list of the issues to be
discussed. If a request for a hearing is made, we will inform parties of the scheduled date for the
hearing which will be held at the U.S. Department of Commerce, 1401 Constitution Avenue,
NW, Washington, DC 20230, at a time and location to be determined.!! Parties should confirm
by telephone the date, time, and location of the hearing. Issues addressed at the hearing will be
limited to those raised in the briefs.!? All briefs and hearing requests must be filed electronically
and received successfully in their entirety through ACCESS by 5:00 p.m. Eastern Time on the
due date.

Unless the deadline is extended, pursuant to section 751(a)(3)(A) of the Act, we intend
to issue the final results of this administrative review, including the results of our analysis of the
issues raised by the parties in their comments, within 120 days after issuance of these
preliminary results.

Assessment Rates and Cash Deposit Requirement

In accordance with 19 CFR 351.221(b)(4)(i), we preliminarily assigned the subsidy rate
in the amount shown above for the producer/exporter shown above. Upon issuance of the final
results, Commerce shall determine, and U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP) shall assess,

CVDs on all appropriate entries covered by this review. We intend to issue instructions to CBP

15 days after publication of the final results of review.

Pursuant to section 751(a)(2)(C) of the Act, Commerce also intends to instruct CBP to
collect cash deposits of estimated CVDs, in the amount shown above for the company shown
above, on shipments of subject merchandise entered, or withdrawn from warehouse, for
consumption on or after the date of publication of the final results of this review. For all non-
reviewed firms, we will instruct CBP to continue to collect cash deposits at the most-recent
company-specific or all-others rate applicable to the company, as appropriate. These cash
deposit requirements, when imposed, shall remain in effect until further notice.

These preliminary results are issued and published in accordance with sections

751(a)(1) and 777(i)(1) of the Act, and 19 CFR 351.221(b)(4).
