Housing Opportunity Through Modernization Act of 2016—Housing Choice
Voucher (HCV) and Project-Based Voucher Implementation; Additional Streamlining
Changes; Extension of Comment Period
AGENCY: Office of the Assistant Secretary for Public and Indian Housing, HUD.

ACTION: Proposed rule; extension of comment period.

SUMMARY: On October 8, 2020, HUD published in the Federal Register a notice of proposed
rulemaking entitled “Housing Opportunity through Modernization Act of 2016: Housing Choice
Voucher and Project- Based Voucher Implementation; Additional Streamlining Changes”,
proposing comprehensive amendments to the regulations governing the Housing Choice Voucher
(HCV) and Project-Based Voucher (PBV) programs, largely in response to the enactment of the
Housing Opportunity Through Modernization Act (HOTMA). The proposed rule provided for a
60-day comment period, which would have ended December 7, 2020. HUD has determined that
a 30-day extension of the comment period, until January 6, 2021, is appropriate. This additional
time will allow interested persons additional time to analyze the proposal and prepare their
comments.

DATES: The comment period for the proposed rule published on October 8, 2020, at 85 FR
63664, is extended. Comments should be received on or before January 6, 2021.

ADDRESSES: Interested persons are invited to submit comments regarding this proposed rule.
Copies of all comments submitted are available for inspection and downloading at
www.regulations.gov. To receive consideration as public comments, comments must be
submitted through one of two methods, specified below. All submissions must refer to the above

Streamlining Changes”, proposing comprehensive amendments to the regulations governing the
Housing Choice Voucher (HCV) and Project-Based Voucher (PBV) programs, in response to the
enactment of the Housing Opportunity Through Modernization Act (HOTMA).
