The information
collected from offerors will be used by Federal agencies to
determine if voluntary consensus standards will satisfy the
Government’s needs for a particular solicitation, in order
to comply with OMB Circular A-119, Federal Participation in
the Development and Use of Voluntary Consensus Standards
and in Conformity Assessment Activities, and Section 12 (d)
of the National Technology Transfer and Advancement Act of
1995 (Pub. L. 104-113, 15 U.S.C. 272 note).

This OMB Control Number was previously entitled “OMB
Circular A-119,” but has been updated to reflect the
information collection regquirement.
